
Frequently Asked Questions Entrance auditions at SLC What are the 
requirements for SLC entrance auditions?  

What kind of prior training do I need?  
We advise prospective students to take dance, theatre arts, and music courses prior to auditioning 
for the program. Private dance, voice and piano lessons and participation in community theatre are 
a great way to gain experience prior to auditioning. Our program is physically demanding, and you 
can expect to be scheduled for approximately 35 hours of class per week. It helps to develop good 
personal habits around sleep, physical fitness, nutrition, time management and punctuality prior to 
attending.

What kind of vocal coaching does the program offer?  
In semesters 1-4, students receive weekly 30-minute coachings with a vocal coach to build vocal 
technique and 30 minute coachings with an accompanist to help build skills of preparing their 
music for performance. In semesters 5&6, students receive weekly 60-minute coachings with a 
vocal coach, and weekly 30 minute coachings with an accompanist.

Our classes are scheduled Monday to 
Friday except for public performances, which take place over the weekend. If you wish to play a 
varsity sport, you can make arrangements with your professors to accommodate scheduling 
conflicts. 
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
