READING

11 can find specific information in everyday English materials (e.g.
brochures, charts, schedules).

(11 can read short and simple personal letters and emails.
11 can follow simple written instructions with 3-5 steps.

WRITING

(11 can write simple sentences including a subject, verb & object. | can
sometimes join two sentences using words like and, so, but, or & because.

11 can spell many common nouns and verbs fairly accurately.

[1 1 can write a paragraph about personal experiences and familiar topics or
situations related to daily life (e.g. a special day, free time activities, basic
responsibilities in your job).

(11 can write a simple personal letter or note (e.g. making an appointment,
reporting an absence).

[11 can complete a simple application form with 10-15 items.
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LISTENING

[11 can understand a conversation about a familiar, everyday topic when
spoken slowly.

11 can understand questions about my background and personal information.

1 I can follow simple oral instructions.

[ I can understand the main point of a clear, short message or
announcement.

[1 I can understand a good amount of everyday vocabulary related to
common objects and day-to-day activities.

SPEAKING
[11 can participate in simple conversations about familiar topics and past

experiences (e.g. work, family, daily activities, health, weather).

[ | can speak in short sentences and sometimes connect 2 sentences using
words like, and, but, or, so & because.
